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"Protestant” outlook when it was first written (1890's), now seems only mildly liberal by post Vatican 11 21st century
standards. Y es, the work was originally placed on the Index of Forbidden Books for Catholics (in 1906!) because of
some questions about it's historical details (as the previous reviewer noted), but it was removed from the Index in the
1960's some years before Pope Paul VI abolished the Index of Forbidden Books altogether in 1966. The Franciscans
themselves now highly recommend the book, calling it "nothing short of astonishing in its power to touch the heart
and revive the soul (Franciscan Friars TOR Website) and so do |. However, if one wishes a 'more reliable’ version of
Sabatier's work, then the freshly translated and slightly edited version by Jon M. Sweeny isavailable hereat . It is
entitled ' The Road to Assisi: The Essential Biography of St. Francis by Paul Sabatier". The English has been updated
and some of the troubling details of history (minor to be sure) have been discretely removed. It also includes alengthy
introduction which explains why the book was originally placed on the Index of Forbidden books (over 100 years
ago)and why the initial reservations no longer apply. There are some criticisms of Sweeny's edition in the comments
section, to the effect that he omits Sabatier's own introduction and appendix citing his sources. Nonethel ess, Sweeny
has done an excellent job updating the English and he al so includes some helpful annotations and notes right within
the text.
